Osaka University is recognized as one of the leading 
research universities in the world and is at the fore-
front of technological and social innovation.   During 
2017 it was ranked 63rd by the QS World University 
Rankings. Osaka University can trace its beginnings 
to the Edo Period and was founded as the sixth im-
perial university, starting with 2 faculties: Medicine 
and  Science.

This program is designed for 
students who wish to build a 
solid foundation in academic 
Japanese in both oral and 
written modes. This also of-
fers out-of-classroom project 
works, through which partici-
pants could study a variety of 
disaster prevention and reduction activities / institutions, 
implemented in Kobe (Hyogo Prefecture) area, near Osa-
ka, where was hit by Great Hanshin Earthquake in 1995.  
Also participants could visit traditional cultural area such 
as Kyoto and/or Nara with local Osaka students, therefore 
they may learn Japanese culture and life. Classes are 
taught by Osaka University accredited instructors.

In the early morning of Janu-
ary 17, 1995, west part of 
Japan, especially City of Ko-
be, was hit by a big earth 
quake (Great Hanshin Earth-
quake). About 6,500 people 
were killed and 44,000 were 
injured. The experience of 
this disaster has been im-
portant lesson to prepare for 
the serious damages of natu-
ral disasters, 

such as earthquakes in Japan. 
The Spring Institute participants 
will visit key facilities of disaster 
prevention projects, such as E-
Defense or Disaster Reduction 
and Human Renovation Institu-
tion.
